Dear Chairman Williamson,

Pursuant to the Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, the International Trade Commission (ITC)
will conduct full five-year reviews to determine whether revocation of the antidumping (AD) and
countervailing duty (CVD) orders on certain coated paper from the People’s Republic of China
(PRC) and Indonesia would be likely to lead to continuation or recurrence of material injury within a
reasonably foreseeable time. We ask that this letter be included in the record of these sunset reviews.

On behalf of the workers in the domestic coated paper industry, who require an even playing
field on which to compete in an increasingly competitive market, we write in support of the sunset
review covering imports of certain coated paper from China and Indonesia (Investigation Nos. 701-
TA-470-471 and 731-TA-1169-1170, Review). Enforcing U.S. antidumping and countervailing duty
laws is critical for the continued existence of domestic coated paper producers. They have informed
us that, thanks to the orders now in place, imports from both the PRC and Indonesia have dropped
dramatically since duties were imposed in 2010, and fair market conditions have been restored.

We are mindful that on January 4, 2016, the Department of Commerce determined in an
expedited review that revocation of the antidumping and countervailing duty orders on China and
Indonesia would likely lead to continuance or recurrence of subsidies and dumping. In that review,
both China and Indonesia declined to challenge the Department’s existing orders. It is our
understanding that, to date, only Indonesian entities have chosen to participate in the International
Trade Commission’s review.

Addressing unfair and illegal trade practices by foreign governments and competitors is
crucial to ensuring that jobs in the domestic paper manufacturing industry are protected. Thank you
for your consideration of this important issue.
