Project Purpose

To help fund the construction of a new fire station located in Van
Buren, ME.

The University of Maine at Presque Isle (UMPI) and the University
of Maine at Fort Kent, (UMFK) are seeking $9 million to renovate
their respective antiquated auditoriums, which are widely utilized
by both the campus and broader local community (including local
school districts) for essential education, cultural and community
programming and are important drivers of economic and
community development. Specifically, UMPI is seeking $5 million
toward the nearly $10 million renovation of Wieden Hall and UMFK
is seeking $4 million to renovate its Fox Auditorium.

For renovations, mechanical upgrades, and new educational
technology at the Greenland Point and Magic Lantern Maine 4-H
locations.

To install seawater intake lines and larger pumps to support the
growth of the National Cold Water Marine Aquaculture Center and
University of Maine’s Center for Cooperative Aquaculture Research
and full utilization of aquaculture systems at both facilities to
advance research, workforce development, and economic
development.

For Trekkers to upgrade their campus located in Rockland,
including renovate an existing building, upgrade outdoor space,
and construct a new program barn to create an accessible campus,
where Trekkers students and their families are welcomed and
celebrated.

St. George Youth and Scouting is looking to fund a renovation of
their building and outdoor educational and training space. The
project would include upgrades to the flooring, windows, ADA
access, doors, deck, roof, gas heaters, water heater, electrical, and
painting of the building.

To help fund the construction of a new town office for Oxford, ME.

To help Boreal Theater, a new community theater in Millinocket,
purchase needed equipment as it begins operations.

This project will enable PRFC to achieve its goal of adding food
processing to its list of services by making it possible to acquire a
variety of critical pieces of processing equipment.

To construct a new public safety building in Greenville to house the
town’s police department and other critical first responder services.

To replace a 1996 (30 year old) pumper fire truck. The Town of
Anson can no longer get parts for the existing pumper truck. This
truck is essential for the fire protection of our communities.

To establish a Public Safety Building that will house the City of
Belfast’s Fire, Police, and Ambulance Departments in one single
facility. This Public Safety Building would take either the form of a
new, standalone building, that would be located behind the City of
Belfast’s current Fire Station at 273 Main Street, or as a significant
expansion to the existing Fire Station; these alternatives would be
evaluated during the design process and an option would be
chosen based on cost effectiveness and efficiency.
